· When you are absent from class, it is your responsibility to obtain the work you miss.  After 1 week, I will not accept late work, resulting in a zero for that assignment.  Students may get a list from me each Friday of any make-up work from the previous week.  These assignments can be completed and turned in Monday with ten points deducted.  After Monday, a zero will be earned for that assignment.

· Homework is due at the beginning of each class.

· Journals will be collected every two weeks.  Ten complete entries = 100 points.

· You are not allowed to talk during any exam that is given.  If you are talking without permission during an exam, I will collect your paper and you will receive a zero.

· Bathroom:  you will have a pass for 3 extra opportunities per SEMESTER.  With 7 minutes between classes that is ample opportunity to take care of using the restroom.  Students should produce the pass and then sign out and in noting the appropriate times.
· Give your best effort!!  Success is a direct result of the amount of effort given.  Complete ALL of your class assignments and stay on task.  Do not be afraid to ask questions!

In this class all assignments are weighted equally except for tests which will be counted twice.  I offer extra credit opportunities and participation grades throughout the school year.  Students will perform better if parents are actively involved in their child’s education.  Please take the time to discuss class topics and homework each day.
