First Grade Discipline Policy
Our school handbook states that behavior must reflect the values of Catholic faith with high standards and class rules that ensure an atmosphere of learning.  An important goal in our discipline policy is that all primary age children understand that they will be held accountable for their own behavior.  We have incorporated a policy which is age appropriate for first graders.  The policy is as follows:
1. If a student breaks a rule, he/she gets a reminder (warning).

2. If a student breaks a rule again during the same day, the student’s apple will be taken out of the group.

3. If the student does not break any more rules for the rest of the day, the apple will be placed back with the group and a sticker will go in the assignment pad.

4. If another rule is broken throughout the day, a sticker will not be placed in the assignment pad.  If this occurs more than twice within a week, a note will be sent home.  Thank you for working with us and showing your child that you take the note seriously.

*In the event that there are multiple notes sent home, a conference will be called by the teacher.  Parents and teachers working together can encourage positive behavior and deter further problems.  We understand each child is an individual with personal strengths and weakness.  Please remind your child that each day will begin with a clean slate and an opportunity to earn a sticker.  By working as a team, we look forward to a successful year.

Classroom Rules
