Medallion Project

The following written components are required to successfully complete this project:

1. A written report discussing the person who is the subject of your medallion.  This should be your own language.  Any plagiarism will result in a failing grade.  

2. As part of this report, you need to include an annotated bibliography of your sources.  Include the name of websites, website addresses and notes on how useful each site was or was not.  You need to include at least 8 websites.

3. A short report on Roman coinage.  You should include a section on how coins were made, who made them, the reasons for coins to be made and the relative values of the coins.

4. As part of your report on Roman coinage, you need to include an annotated bibliography of your sources.

5. An annotated bibliography of sites used in compiling information about Roman coinage..  Include the name of websites, website addresses and notes on how useful each site was or was not.  You need to include at least 8 websites.

Just a reminder.  You need to bring in plastic containers on Monday, 24 May so that I can get the plaster poured.  If you don’t get them in, your project grade will be deducted 5 points.  That is 10% of total grade!

You will mount your coin, when finished, on a cardboard display.  Also attached to this will be your two reports—one on coinage, the other on your subject.
