Steps to completing the project:

With Dr. Smurthwaite’s help, pick a significant building, a type of building, i.e., the basilica, or some other important structure.

Research your topic.

3
Prepare a powerpoint presentation for the class.

· This should be no longer than 5 minutes in length.

· You need to show images of it as it was anciently and today.

· Discuss what the building was used for.

· For any examples you use, you need to include:

· When the building was constructed

· Who built it and why

· What changes occurred to the building, i.e., was it rebuilt, etc.

· What was it used for after Rome collapsed in the 5th century CE

· Prepare an electronic review sheet for student use.
