Domus Project -- 2


Objectives
Although the inhabitants of cities near the Bay of Naples destroyed by Vesuvius in 79 CE were devastated, their loss has proved to be the single most important and comprehensive archeological site in the world.  Aspects of Roman daily life were preserved just as they were on that fateful day.  Because of this, we know more about how people lived and worked in the Rome of Tiberius than any period of ancient history.

The Roman Domus is the locus of our study.  There are various requirements of this project:
1. You will learn the vocabulary and layout of the Roman Domus and the other kinds of houses, e.g., insula, villa, villa rustica, etc.
2. You will design and create a Roman home and present it either in a 3-dementional model or on a poster.
3. You will be quizzed on the vocabulary and be expected to identify images—slides from Pompeii, Rome, Ostia and Herculaneum—which show aspects of the Domus.
4. You will also write 10-15 SIMPLE sentences in Latin describing your home using the vocabulary lists provided by Dr. Smurthwaite.  The more correct sentences you write, the better your grade.  Effort does matter!

Grading (Total possible points:  100)
You will be graded as follows:  
1. Your design and art project will receive 40 points.  It will be evaluated on neatness, creativity, effort, presentation and how it conforms to the design of an ancient Roman domus and not a modern American home.
2. Your written sentences will be worth a possible 30 points.
3. The quiz, including slide identification, will be worth 30 points.
4. Because of the high point value assigned to this project, you are expected to work hard and carefully.

Caveat  
Turning in any part of this assignment will result in a loss of 1 full grade to be determined after I have evaluated the project.  For example, if I determine that the project is in the A range, it will be lowered to a B-range grade, etc.  Turn in your projects on time!

Domus Sentences

You are to word-process 10-15 sentences using the Domus vocabulary we have been studying in this unit.  These are not to be random sentences, but should be united as either a story or as a dialogue.  Your sentences will be fairly simply because you have not been exposed to difficult Latin sentence constructions.  However, care should be taken to make sure you correctly use what Latin grammar you know, e.g., passive sentences, ablative of manner, etc.  You may consult a dictionary for new vocabulary, but you should try to use this assignment as a chance to review the vocabulary from your text.

You will be graded according to the following criteria:
