1	How is the elevated style of lines 1-12 continued in lines 13-14?  Indicate discussion of hyperbole and poetic vocabulary.

2	What appears to be the purpose of the imagined or projected travels?  

2a	Who will decide what travels will be undertaken?  

2b	What is the relationship of Furius and Aurelius to Catullus?


3	Lines 1-16 constitute one mail clause of a single sentence.  What is the main verb in this clause?


4	How do lines 15-16 depart from the elevated style of lines 1-4?


5	What word in lines 15-16 echoes what word in lines 13-14?

6	Does the message in lines 17-20 come as a shock after the buildup of lines 1-16?  What is shocking about it?

7	How are the style, tone, and perspective of lines 17-20 the opposite of the travels described in lines 1-12?

8	Notice that two words are repeated in lines 17-20 from the previous stanza:  simul [18] = simul [14] and omnium [19] = omnis [13].  What contrast do these repetitions invite between the two groups of people and their activities, i.e., between Catullus and his male companions [comites] on the one hand and the puella embracing three hundred adulterers at a time on the other?

9	Examine the simile of the flower and the plow.  What does the flower represent?  What does the plow represent?

10	What is the significance of the fact that the flower is at the edge of the meadow?  Is there any suggestion as to whether the plowman cuts the flower accidentally or on purpose?

11	Look at the last line in each stanza.  How does each last line bring its stanza to an effective closure?
