Lingua Latina Borrowing Project
Many words have come directly into English from Latin and Greek without any change is spelling.  To heighten your awareness of these borrowed words, and how they enrich English, you are to make a collection of 100 words that you have found in newspapers, magazines, flyers, anything you can cut up and stick on a sheet of paper. 

Your collection can take the form of a scrapbook or can be presented on 3 X 5 index cards.  In either case, entries are to be alphabetized and numbered, with only one entry per sheet of paper or note card.

Remember that Latin words have many endings and so there are many possibilities for how they will appear in English.  You must, however, be able to pinpoint the form of the Latin word before you actually make your entry for a given word in your collection.  Look for words ending in a, um, em, nt, it, te, or, ndum for starters.

A note on spelling:  There are a few spelling changes that you should be aware of that took place in the medieval period.  For example:


i = j
as in janitor.  Janitor is acceptable although in Latin dictionaries it will be



spelled ianitor.

ae = e
L. praemium  appears as premium in English.


u = v and v = u
This one is a bit confusing, but not impossible.

Each entry should have:

1.
the Latin word printed at the top of the entry.


2.
the form of the word in Latin.

the cut-out word in its context, i.e., cut out the whole sentence or paragraph in which the word appears.

4.
the word highlighted in green, yellow, etc.

the source of the clipping, including

a.
the name of the journal, periodical, magazine, advertisement, etc.

b.
the date of the issue.

c.
the page on which the word was found.

You may not use

1.
the same word twice

2.
words from dictionaries, Latin books, books on Roman or Greek culture, mythology, etc., nor from books that are specifically aimed at learning Latin or Greek roots or improving word-building skills.

3.
more than five entries that have been photocopied from books.

4.
Roman numerals.

5.
Entries from internet sources.
