Explain the rise in Tibetan nationalism in the 20th century.

Introduction:

There has been a rise in Tibetan nationalism in the 20th century. It has developed from a number of causes. These include the effects of British Imperialism as well as the effects of Chinese communism.
The presence of the British in Tibet in the early 20th century influenced decisions made with regard to trade, territory and foreign affairs. Article 7 of the Simla Convention of 1914 meant that Tibet had to allow trade with Britain and this follows from the Lhasa Convention of 1904 which has a number of points that show that Tibet needed to make favourable conditions between Britain and itself with respect to trade. Article 7 specifies that Tibet will negotiate new Trade Regulations for the area of Outer Tibet and reinforced Articles II, IV and V of the 1904 Lhasa Convention and gave Britain at the very least an equal share of commercial ventures with China. The Lhasa Convention of 1904 clearly specifies this agreement to open markets (Article II) as well as undertaking not to restrict trade between themselves and Britain, not to levy any additional taxes or tariffs on trade commodities (Article IV) and also to ensure the routes used for communication and transport are maintained (Article V).
