Chateau Project

You will create a Powerpoint or Moviemaker  project about a French chateau of your choice.  The project must contain a minimum of 10 slides.  The project must contain the following:

1.) a map of France depicting the location of the castle, indicating the region in which the chateau is located, significant rivers and other nearby landforms,  and the city in which the chateau is located.  Show the location of large cities in France on this map, so that a point of reference as to location can be easily established.

2.) Historical information about the chateau, including:

· Years it was built

· Construction material- is there anything significant about the material with which the castle was built?  

· Famous people who have lived there, historical events which took place there. It will NOT be sufficient to simply NAME the people, but you must describe who they were, during what time they lived, and relate at least two facts which makes this person’s existence relevant to us today. 
· For what the castle has been used

· Any significant information about occurrences to the chateau during the years of its existence

3.) photos  or vides of the chateau, including photos or pictures of its inhabitants through the ages. 
4.) describe whether the castle is a chateau-fort or a Renaissance chateau
5.) Any other information you find interesting or significant that distinguished this chateau

6.) Descriptions  and photos of AT LEAST three rooms of the chateau.
7.) If you prefer, you may write a story about the castle’s history, and present the information as a skit. PLEASE TALK TO ME IF YOU DECIDE TO DO THIS!!

Include a bibliography page, in which you  list your sources.
