You pick. The more you do, the more credit you get. Try to pick the activities that you think will help you to do better on the exam. It would be a good idea to glance at each, and if it contains information you do not know ,it would be a good idea to choose that activity. 
1. Read and write down the important facts for the all the    Note(s) Culturelle(s), Rencontre Culturel(s) and Panorama Culturel(s) in Chapters 1-4
2. Make a list of all the vocabulary ( French/English) in all the Comment Dit-Ons and Vocabulaire boxes of all four chapters. This is better than just copying down at the end of the chapter, because these are complete sentences, and everybody knows we need to be able to talk in complete sentences, since we’re not two-year-olds anymore.
3. Copy all the Notes de Grammaire, and Grammaire notes-  these are usually in read boxes--- from the Chapter.  You have to copy these word for word.  If you don’t understand it, you will definitely want to do all the exercises in the back of the Chapter, in Grammaire Supplementaire that reinforce that concept.  You can also look at the list of activities on the first download, and do those for extra practice.
4. Do all the Grammaire Supplementaire Exercises at the end of the Chapter.
5. Go onto the class Quia site, do the exercises at the bottom of the page, and print up a copy of the screen once you have completed the activity.

6. Go to either www.hrw.com, or www.go.hrw.com, and do the Self-test

     Activities for the entire chapter. Print up a summary of your results, as     evidence of your work.  You must make 80% or better on each lesson’s quiz.  If not, you’ll get the answers the first time you do it, and you will be able to redo it another time, and hopefully get all the answers right the second time. 
6. Don’t forget all the activities on www.classzone.com.  Look at the other file titled EXAM REVIEW to see a categorized list of activities I think might  help you with the different verbs and grammar points.  
8. Look at the questions of  all the QUE SAIS- JE activities at the end of each chapter, and make sure you know how to do each suggested skill.  For example, on page 100 in Chapter 3, number 1 says “How would you ask for the following items using the verb AVOIR?  And then “How would you respond to a request?” 

There is a picture of a pen.  SO to ask for it you would say” Vous avez un stylo?”  and to respond you might say “Oui, voici,” or “Oui, voila.”

It’s quite important that you know the information in the QUE SAIS JE. The QUE SAIS-JE’s test your ability to use the vocabulary in real-life settings, and the Grammaire Supplementaires check your comprehension of the verb and grammar rules learned in the chapter.
