Internet Reading Assignment 1—due by Thursday, 9/15/05

1. Go to the quia site, and click on the third link under “useful links”: http://elt.thomson.com/cgi-telt/course_products_wp.pl?fid=M20b&product_isbn_issn=0838426077&discipline_number=301&subject_code=
2. You will see a box that says, “Select a chapter.”  Highlight 1. Eat Chocolate -- It Might Be Good For You! and click.

3. Then in the upper left hand corner, you will see a box that says, “chapter resources; chapter 1; online activities.”  Click on the words “online activities.”

4. The page you should see now has 2 questions for you to find the answers to.  The first one asks you to find out whether American or Spanish women have stronger cravings for chocolate.
