c. Generally, homework will be corrected in class.  Selected assignments may be    

       collected and graded.  

d. Homework will be worth between 5 and 10 points.

e. Homework is to be turned on the date it is due.  No late work will be accepted except due to absence.  If absent when work was assigned or graded, write ABSENT at the top of the page.  It is YOUR responsibility to turn in any work missing after an absence.  If the work is not made up after 2 days, it will be


recorded as a 0.
