This course is a continuation of Spanish I.  It assumes, therefore, basic audio-oral performance, and the knowledge of grammatical material from the previous year.  While an adequate amount of time will be devoted to review, students will be exhorted to review areas of deficiency on their own with help from the teacher.

It is YOUR responsibility to turn in any work missing after an absence.  If the work is not made up after 2 days, it will be
	recorded as a 0.
