The Jazz Ensemble is an extended (co-curricular) part of the overall band program. A serious effort is made to promote the growth and performance of jazz and related styles of music. 

Membership of the ensemble is determined by auditions. Members of the jazz ensemble must be a member of the “in school” band program if they play a woodwind, brass or percussion instrument. Other “non-band” instrumentalists (guitars and piano) must take a music class.  Priority will be given to members of one credit performing ensembles first.

The jazz ensemble performs at school concerts, in jazz festivals, and at a national festival. The group rehearses one to two times a week. The jazz ensemble may travel in the spring with the Symphonic Band to a national festival. All Members must attend.

Students are required to attend all performances.  Only in cases of extreme illness, religious observance or extenuating circumstances (approved by director) will the student be excused.  Excuse forms are available from Mr. Fioravanti.
Extra Opportunities

Students in any Waterford High School Jazz Ensemble are eligible to audition for the Connecticut Music Educators Association region and all-state festival jazz band.  Students must have permission from the WHS jazz ensemble director and be a member in good standing.  Each student must perform for the director and be approved to audition.  Audition information can be found on the bulletin board in the music room.

Students must be in the WHS Concert or Symphonic Band to audition for the festival band, the student must be in the WHS Chorus or Chamber Choir to audition for the festival chorus, the student must be in WHS Jazz Ensemble to audition for the festival jazz band.
