	Scenario #1: Stranded in open water, surrounded by sharks

	Tip 1:  Look for items on the boat you can take overboard to increase your survival.

	Tip 2:  Don’t Panic and keep calm.

	Tip 3:  Be aware of your surroundings.

	Tip 4:  Take care of wounds immediately and stop any bleeding.

	Tip 5:  Know that only 20% of sharks attack.

	Tip 6:  Find a flotation device or use debris from the boat.

	Scenario #2: Attacked in shallow water

	Tip 1:  Check for shark warning signs if a lifeguard is not on duty.

	Tip 2:  Know that a shark can attack in water that is only knee deep.

	Tip 3:  Remove yourself from the water if see a shark or know it’s an area where sharks are known to populate.

	Tip 4:  If wounded, add pressure to stop blood loss and prevent death.

	Tip 5:  Make a tourniquet with a stick to lessen blood lose until you get help.

	Tip 6:  Call 911

	Scenario #3: Being dragged away by a shark

	Tip 1:  Sharks are 85% muscle and very strong, however; you should fight for your life.

	Tip 2:  The further away from shore the more likely you will not come back.  Fight to break free.

	Tip 3:  Keep fighting until you are free or you die.

	Tip 4:  Punch the shark in the gills or nose to stun it, so you can make an escape.

	Tip 5:  Sharks have electrode sensors on their heads; if you mix up the signal you can disorient them.

	Tip 6:  A shark can pull over 100lbs off the beach.

	Scenario #4: Deep water attack

	Tip 1:  sharks are attracted to low frequency, don’t make a lot of noise if you’re in water.

	Tip 2:  Shark will not let go of food once it has a grip, punch to stun the shark.

	Tip 3:  Sharks are more attracted to food in deeper water.

	Tip 4:  Spear-fishing is the most dangerous type of fishing.

	Tip 5:  You are more likely to be attacked if you’re swimming alone.

	Tip 6:  Fine something to use as a weapon.

	Scenario #5: Trapped in a shark cage with a shark

	Tip 1:  Shark cages are safer, but are not shark proof.

	Tip 2:  Sharks close their eyes moments before an attack, use this to your advantage.  

	Tip 3:  Sharks are unable to swim backwards, use this to help you escape.

	Tip 4:  Sharks are very flexible; the majority of their bodies are made of cartilage.

	Tip 5: Try to move the shark towards the door and push it out.
