Objectives:  The most important objective for this class is to learn why instead of how.  In mathematics so far in school you have been taught how to do things without accepting the reason why.  Be able to bisect and understand the reason that we use a certain formula.  You will be challenged in this class and use every mathematics as well as integrating all your other classes to fully understand mathematics and why it is used.  You will be able to finally understand how important math is in life from applications to integrating with other subjects.  You will realize from here on out that mathematical concepts will be used in connections with everyday life. This class will also prepare you for calculus as well any college math classes that you will pursue.  

Materials: You will need a small three ring binder, two dividers, a pack of loose-leaf paper, a pencil, a geometer that we will purchase for you, and your assigned calculator, and your fourth edition Trigonometry book every day in class. We will also be using th Advanced Mathematics textbook some in class.

Rules: 1. All rules from your student handbook will be followed


2. You will understand the meaning of respect, as will you act that way


3. There will be absolutely no food or drinks in this classroom 


4. Be prepared and work to the best of your ability everyday

Beginning of Class:(BCW) At the start of class you will walk into class and start a assignment that will be left on the board. You are to also get your homework and put it on the side of your desk as soon as you walk in. You will have 5 to 10 minutes for this assignment everyday and there will be absolutely no talking during this quiz or it will be a automatic zero.

Grades: There are two types of grades to be given out: Tests and Extra.

Extra will be worth 30%; Tests will be worth 70%

There will be four test a term that will be very difficult and will probably take 2 to 3 days. The extra column will include daily work, homework that will be checked everyday, quizzes, and notebook grades, as well as group work projects.

Respect: Respecting others means you will not do anything that bothers or might offend any one else in the classroom. This includes inappropriate language, to arguing with others, to fighting. You will also only say yes sir, no sir, or call me coach Gray.  

Notebooks:  your notebook will give you a chance to earn a 20/0 grade that will only be counted for the good. It must be very neat and kept professional and will have every day’s notes in it. At the end of everyday I will make a copy of one person’s notes in the class and have for the students who were absent. All students will be required to turn in there notes by the end of the semester and if the notes do not have what I covered then that will be a 0/10 grade for that day

Make-up work: It is your job to come to me to make up all your work. You have three days to make up quizzes and homework, and five days that you are in school to make up tests.  After those days are up the grade will become an automatic zero, no exceptions!!

Rewards:  The highest grade on each test will be given an automatic hundred on any quiz or homework assignment before the next test is given.  That person is to tell me at anytime between tests and they will not have to take that quiz.

Syllabus:  At the end of each week I will be giving you a schedule for the next week. On this schedule you will have the homework assignments and the objectives for everyday of that week. You will also know what assignments will be turned in, as well as when tests will be scheduled.
