A. Reasons for:

1. Mitosis or Meiosis

a. duplicate during interphase; daughter cells need genetic information

2. Synthesis of proteins (making or building from smaller units)

B. Mitotic or Meiotic DNA Replication  (copying or duplicating) steps:

1. Double helix separates (“unzips”)

2. Happens at weak hydrogen bonds

3. Free floating nucleotides (cytoplasm) bond onto open sites.
