           instructional time – when students are in the learning process  
                         (i.e.  Classrooms, Encore, Announcements, Assemblies, etc…) 
           disruption – anything that takes the class off task or stops the learning process 
           Encore - any elective such as – PE, Music, Art, Foreign Language, etc…  

 
 Students will complete their work to the best of their ability 

because every student is responsible for participating in their learning. 
           participating - listening, paying attention, actively involved as required 
 

 Students will be honest 
because honesty promotes personal integrity. 

            honest - telling the truth   
                        (no lying, cheating, stealing, forgery, plagiarism or borrowing without permission) 
          forgery - signing someone else’s name 
          plagiarism  - copying someone else’s work (textbook, Internet, peer) 
          personal integrity - knowing you did your best all on your own  

 
 Students will respect the body and feelings of others 

because everyone deserves respect. 
          others - all students, teachers, staff, substitute teachers, parent volunteers,   
                        guest speakers, and any adult 
              respect – calling people by their proper name, treating people the way you would  
                        like to be treated   
              bullying – intentionally inflicting or threatening to inflict physical or emotional harm 
                        or discomfort on another's body, feelings or possessions.  
              intentionally – on purpose 
              inflicting – forcing upon

because every student has the right to use a safe and sanitary restroom. 

               appropriately – use for the purpose intended 
               misuse - not using the facilities properly 
               sanitary- cleanliness 
 

 Students will take pride in their building and grounds 
because it promotes a safe, healthy, and clean environment for learning. 

               pride - to value and take ownership in the condition of the building 
               building and grounds – school property both indoors and outdoors including                           
                             hallways, lunchroom, playground, classroom, Encore 
 

 Students will respect the school environment and personal property of others 
because it respects the law and protects property from vandalism. 

               vandalism – damaging walls, desks, floors, or destruction of property 
 

 Students will follow all bus rules while traveling to and from school 
         because it is safe and sets the tone for learning.   
               bus rules – rules of conduct at the bus stop and on the school bus 

     sets the tone for learning – ready to learn 
 

 Students will obey the Manassas City Public Schools Student Code of Conduct 
because it allows students to participate safely in school experiences. 

          obey – follow and respect all rules
