disruption ~ anything that takes the class of f task or stops the learning process

Encore ~ any elective such as - PE, Music, Art, Foreign Language, etc...

participating ~ paying attention, actively involved as required

honest ~ telling the truth (no lying, cheating, stealing, forgery, plagiarism or borrowing without permission)
forgery ~ signing someone else's name

plagiarism ~ copying someone else's work (textbook, Internet, peer)

personal integrity ~ knowing you did your best all on your own

others ~ all students, teachers, staff, substitute teachers, parent volunteers, guest speakers, and any adult
respect ~ calling people by their proper name, treating people the way you would like to be treated
