How to do Works Cited for your Cell Project

Remember – any sources you used for information on what a cell part looks like or what a cell part does, must be included in your project.  This includes your text book, teacher and sources for any diagrams or pictures used.
Your works cited should be on a separate piece of paper with your name and class at the top.  Please attach your works cited paper to your planning sheet and turn both in.  If you are working with someone else, both of you must turn in your own planning sheet and works cited paper.

Format for books:

Author’s last name, first name, Book Title, publishing city, publishing company, year of publication.

(If a book has many authors, use the name of the first person listed in the editorial section.)

Example: Smith, Nancy, All about Cells, Boston, Holt Publishing, 2005

Format for Internet sources:


Author’s last name, first name, Site title, date posted, URL, dated viewed

(Internet sources do not always include authors.  Check at the beginning and end of article.  

            If you can’t find an author, begin with the site title.)

Example: Jones, Karl, National Geographic, November 1999, www.natgeoinsidecells.org, 

November 8, 2009

Format for speaker/lecture:


First name, last name, “topic of presentation”, date of presentation


Example: Hooke, Robert, “Through the Microscope”, August 22, 1667
