Dress Code

Eighth Grade Baccalaureate and Graduation Mass
Please follow these directions regarding appropriate attire for both Masses:

1. Please neatly press your gown. Carefully follow the instructions.
2. Under the gown, boys should wear a collared, white shirt and dark colored tie.  They should not wear a jacket. Boys’ hair must meet the regular school requirements. 
3. Girls should wear a simple dress (see restrictions in #2 below), and it should not show below the hem of the gown.  
4. No necklaces, corsages, or leis may be worn during the Masses.

5. Shoes should be conservative and appropriate, 2 inch heel maximum.
6. Hair should be neatly groomed and hairstyles should not be extreme.  No flowers in the hair.

7. Nail polish is not allowed at the Baccalaureate Mass. It is allowed at the Graduation Mass as long as the colors are muted colors.  No fake nails are allowed.  French manicures are okay for the Graduation Mass.

8. Light, age-appropriate make-up is okay for both masses.

9. Earrings should be posts only.
Eighth grade attire for Graduation Dinner Dance:

Graduation Dinner Dance is a chance to wear dressy clothes.

1. Boys wear dress slacks, a collared dress shirt, and a tie.  Jackets are optional.

2. Girls wear appropriate and modest dresses (excludes dresses that are too short, too tight, backless, strapless and revealing cleavage.)  The dress may not have spaghetti straps or a halter top.  All shoulder straps must be at least one inch in width. If girls do wear these dresses, then they must wear a wrap or sweater all night.  Make-up must be light and age-appropriate.
