The curriculum for grades K-5 is based on National Standards. This year’s theme is  Art in My World. National  standards have changed slightly for the 2011-2012 school year. They are as follows:
1.0- Media, techniques, and Processes- Students study various materials, their use, and techniques associated with them. 
2.0-Structures and Functions- This has to do with the elements of art (Line, shape, space, color, value, texture, and form) and the principles of design.
3.0- Subject matter, symbols, ideas- Students learn about the significance of symbols and subject matter in art.
4.0-Historical and Cultural Relationships- Students study art from various cultures, times, and places
5.0-Reflecting and Assessing- Students discuss and evaluation their own work and the work of others.
6.0- Interdisciplinary Connections- Students learn about how art relates and connects to other subjects such as Science, Math, and Social Studies.
