1. Gravity pushes me down on the floor, so the floor pushes back on me.

2. A apply a force to a baseball, the baseball accelerates in the direction of the applied force.

3. I walk out a window; gravity forces me down so I fall downward.

4. I hammer a nail into the wood; the nail goes through the wood and the hammer stops. 

5. A car sits on the road parked. 

6. Two bottles are kicked with equal force; the less massive bottle accelerates faster than more massive bottle. 

7. A car hits a brick wall, the unbelted passenger is ejected through the window while the car comes to rest.

8. A baseball bat hits the ball, this causes the baseball bat the slow down. 

9. A bullet dropped and a bullet fired (at 90 degrees) hit the ground at the same time. 

10. A bullet is fired, the gun then recoils.
