School to Work Readiness

#1 Dispel the worries about service sites and getting credit.  This will be their credit for the semester.  The school wants all our students to succeed, especially students who have difficulty with English – written and spoken.  This class will give students 

-time to get the skills to succeed in an English dominant work force

-confidence in working within a setting that might be different than anything experienced

-opportunity to get more information on other service sites that might seem interesting

#2 Do Now Activity: 

1) Elicit responses to the question, “Are there any students who work right now?”


-list them on board

2) Elicit responses to the question, “What skills do these jobs need?”


-list them on board

3) Elicit responses to the question, “What jobs are NOT on the board that you have seen presented to you as possible community service sites?”


-list them on board, ex. Mentoring, working at nursing homes, etc.

4) Elicit responses to the question, “What skills do these jobs need?”


-list them on board.  

5) There might be additional questions here because many have not done work like this and will not have prior knowledge about this.  Feel free to give suggestions.  Have mini discussions about these skills and say that this class will help them in this regard.

#3 Introduction to community service

(read description of community service at MHSIS) 

-go over misunderstood words.

-elicit student responses to help summarize/restate mission and goals

#4 If there is extra time, then go into a discussion about assimilation, the pros and cons, and assimilation versus cultural knowledge/literacy/fluency and why it is essential if we want to do things like going to college.

Next week, we’ll try and tie this into next week’s lesson on our future goals and why would community service be important to each individual student.
