	 BMST 110 Applied service II 2 credits

	Course Description:
	This course prepares students to manage and repair shop projects. Projects may include preventive maintenance, installation, testing, calibration, and repair of various types of equipment. This course or portions of it may be fulfilled with an approved internship.

   

	Course Objectives: 
	Students must have completed four quarters of attendance and completed BMST 109 with a grade of 3.0 or higher. Students must demonstrate the ability to complete shop paper work, estimate repairs, and perform repairs and order parts if needed. Students are expected to complete 70 hours of shop activity recorded on the shop activity log provided. Projects are to be completed with little supervision during this course.

	Outline/Topic
