FAQ (Frequently-Asked Questions)

Q. What is a Web domain name?

A. So, when you register for a domain name, visitors can find your site by entering a name like www.yoursite.com in the Web browser. A Web domain is your Web site’s address on the Internet. Behind the scenes, the computers on the Internet use a set of numbers called the IP address to identify your Web site’s location. However, IP addresses aren’t very user-friendly. Your customers or other visitors would have a tough time finding your Web site by the numbers. 

A. The suffix of your domain name gives visitors a clue about the nature of your organization. The .com suffix typically represents a for-profit company, while .org identifies the site for a non-profit organization. Internet Service Providers (ISPs) typically use .net, while .gov stands for a government body’s site and .edu stands for an educational entity’s site. 

Q. What do Web domain name suffixes like .com, .org, or .edu mean?

Q. How much do you charge to register my domain name?

A. We charge $75, plus the fees charged by the InterNIC registration organization.

Q. How much do you charge to design my Web site?
