The internet was originally created in 1969 by the U. S. Government and its group called DARPA. It began with four “super” computers. It was an experimental project designed for military and university sources to share research and ideas. The design of the net was important because the government wanted a system that could sustain communication in the event of a nuclear attack.
In the mid-1980s, this net become poplarly know as the Internet. The National Science Foundation created five regional supercomputer centers and made them available for the sharing of research. The NSF built its own net which has become the backbone of the Internet.Today the Internet consists of millions of computers and computer users from around the the world. The Internet provides users with many opportunities. The internet is used for electronic mail, newsgroups, file transfer, information browsing, and discussion groups. It has even been expanded to include audio and video applications. In addition to military and research uses, the Internet is for used education, commerce, and even recreation.
