General - Tolerance, dependence, addiction, withdrawal, 

Drug Classifications - stimulant, depressant, narcotic, cannabis, designer drug, hallucinogens

Neurotransmitters – endorphin, adrenaline, dopamine, stimulant, inhibitor

Brain Parts - cerebrum, cerebellum, medulla, brain stem, spinal cord, 

Nerve Cell parts - neuron, axon, dendrite, receptor, neurotransmitter, reuptake, vesicle, motor neuron, sensory neuron, impulse, myelin sheath, synapse

Be able to:
