· Multiple trials

· Adequate number of subjects

· Controlled experiment

_____ Data and Observations – 40 points
· Data tables (Quantitative and Qualitative)

· Graphs

· Picture data if applicable

_____ Lab book with title page; raw data detailed – 15 points

_____ Presentation organized, printed or in pen. Neatness – 10 points

_____ Results – in paragraph form –45 points
· Data and observations are discussed in detail, facts only

· Trends in the data are discussed, supported with facts
