Course Description: 
     Human Anatomy and Physiology is an upper-level, fourth-year science class that focuses on the structure of the human body and how these structures work together.  We will begin with microanatomy-the cell- and progress through each body system.  We will also discuss various diseases, illness, etc. for each body system.  

In this class, there is a necessity to know the anatomical structures of each system and be able to identify those parts, too.  Memorization of anatomy will be required, but critical thinking and inquiry will be utilized to successfully understand the dynamics of how each system is dependent on others.  Our textbook divides each system into chapters, but you must realize that the function of one system is very much dependent on the proper functioning of the rest of the body.  
Class Expectations:
1. Everyone is expected to enter the classroom in an orderly manner and take their seats before the end of the bell.
2. Everyone is expected to be prepared for class before they take their seats.  You will be expected to have your textbook, paper, and pencil each day.
3. Everyone is expected to follow all laboratory procedures and safety protocols.
