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Social Justice Project

Being a Christian Disciple means that we must work for change and for the common good.  In order to do this we must participate in society to bring about change.  For this assignment, you will be a part of that process.  On the side board in the classroom there will be issues of social justice that you are invited to participate in.  If this is an issue you feel strongly about, you can choose to be an instrument of change concerning this issue.
You must complete one of the following by the end of the semester.

To complete this assignment you must:
1.  Go to the website and read about what is involved in this issue.
2. Write up a paragraph about what this issue is and why you think it is important to make this change or add to the debate.
3. Discuss this issue with your parents.  Write up a paragraph about this discussion and have your parents sign it giving you permission to sign the petition and/or write a letter on behalf of this issue.  Have your parents approve the letter.
4. If you write a letter, submit the letter you have written to your teacher
5. Show proof that you have submitted your statement.  (When you sign petitions, they thank you for participating. Print this out.  Letters submitted on line will also acknowledge that you have submitted material.)
6. Submit it to your teacher.

You may also attend a social justice rally.  If you choose this option:
1. Check with your teacher to make sure that this rally/protest counts as a social justice issue.
2. Do research on why this issue is important
3. Discuss this issue with your parents.  Get their permission for you to participate in this public rally.
4. Write up three paragraphs 
a. What this issue means to your and why it is important
b. Your interest in this subject
c. Your parents in-put 
d. Your parents must sign this giving you permission to participate
5. Attend the rally and bring some information that proves you attended (see your teacher for parameters)
6. Write up a paragraph on what this experience was like.
7. [bookmark: _GoBack]Submit it to your teacher.
