· English versions of Aeneid and Bellum Gallicum: I highly recommended reading a few pages before buying anything.  You’ll want a translation that is both fluid and accurate.  I also suggest that it supplies Latin line numbers.
· Grammar reference: I recommend Allen and Greenough's New Latin Grammar for Schools and Colleges
· Latin/English dictionary: Caesar and Vergil use fairly common vocabulary so an abridged version is sufficient.
Recommended Materials
· Large index cards for recording book summaries, article synopses, etc
· Highlighters
· 3-ring binder with dividers
· Latin Grammar Quick Study lament insert 
Expectations: you should have a solid grasp on all grammar found in LFA books I and II.  If you would like copies for over the summer, you may check them out the last week of school.  This is an AP class, I expect that you will begin in August prepared.

Summer work: there is no need to read the English texts over the summer.  Time will be allotted each week for English reading.  Your summer work is two-fold (a) be sure to review your grammar (b) memorize list of high frequency vocabulary.  As far as assessment, you’ll be taking and ungraded grammar and translation diagnostic as well as a graded vocabulary test in the first couple weeks of school.
