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Course Description
In World History I students will understand the development of world civilizations from the prehistoric era to 1000 A.D.  Emphasis is placed on Egyptian, Greek, Roman, and Asian cultural and geo-political contributions.  Students will acquire an appreciation of the world’s major religions.  This course is an excellent precursor for World History II.

Objectives

· This course will emphasize people events, and nations up until the 1500’s A.C.E.

· Students will acquire and organize information by different methods in order to understand the broad sweep of ancient ideas and how they have helped shape the modern world.

· Students will understand the fundamental governmental concepts that developed in the ancient world and further realize how they have served as models for modern governmental systems.

· Students will understand the fundamental economic concepts that developed in the ancient world and further realize how they served as models for modern economic systems.

· Students will recognize the major geographical landmarks of the ancient world and draw conclusions from them so as to determine the role of geography in the development of modern political and social units.
