Activity #4
Day to Night

1. Create a new file, and set the size to 300 x 200.  Frame Rate is 30

2. Double click in the timeline on layer 1 and rename it “Background”

3. Then select the rectangle tool®, then fill the rectangle with the color (#333333) and set the stroke to NONE.  Draw a rectangle to fit the size of the stage.

4. Convert the rectangle into a symbol(F8) and make it a Movie Clip.

5. Now insert a new layer above the background and name it “Island”.

6. Select the Oval Tool(O), and draw a circle that fits across the bottom quarter of the stage.

7. Select the island and convert into a symbol and make it a movie clip.  Name it “Island”.
8. Insert a new layer and name it “Palm”.

9. Using the brush tool, draw a palm tree or shrub.

10. Now like the previous steps, convert the palm into a symbol as a movie clip and name it “Palm”.

11. Insert a new layer and name it “Sun.”

12. This layer should be between the Background and island layers

13. Now create a sun an put the sun below the stage and convert it into a movie clip and name it “Sun.”

14. Now click on the 60th frame of the Background layer and insert a keyframe.

15. Next select the background (your rectangle), open the Properties Panel and under Color choose Tint and set the options RGB 255  255  288  and 100%

16. Now go back to the first frame of the “Background” layer and Properties panel and choose the motion Tween and click on the ckeck box for scale.

17. Click on the Sun layer and on the 60th frame insert a keyframe.

18. Now put the sun in the upper left hand corner of the stage.

19. Then click on the first frame of the “Sun” layer and choose Motion as the Tween Option in the Properties Panel.

20. Go to your “island” layer and go to the 60th frame and insert a keyframe

21. Staying on the same layer, go to the properties panel and change the color to Tint and RGB to 50  100  0 and 100%.

22. Now go to the 1st frame of the “Island” layer and choose Motion as the Tween in the Properties Panel

23. Click on the 60th frame of the “Palm” layer and insert a keyframe.

24. Select your “Palm”, in the Properties Panel and choose Tint set the color to the color to your liking.
