Guidelines

· The book must be nonfiction
· Book selections must be approved before you can begin reading and creating report.

· Book reports must be typed with double-spaced lines, one inch margins, and 12 point Times Roman font only. The report must be done in the order of this outline. The book report should cover the WHOLE book. Please spell check and proofread your work before turning it in. All aspects of the report need to be turned in.  Please staple your report and have it ready to turn in on the due date. 

· Book report MUST also be submitted to turnitin.com. Failure to complete online submission will result in a zero.
· Book selections must be approved by January 10. Book report due May 9, 2012, and May 8, 2012 to TurnItIn.com.

Insight (10pts.) (1-2 pages)
What is the greatest insight you've gained from reading this book? You may have learned something profound from this book, or made a connection between this book and your own life or something else you have read. Be very specific and refer to the exact part of the book that led to your insight.
Audience (10 pts.) (1-2 paragraphs)
Determine whom is the author addressing. Be specific in estimating the approximate age, cultural background, educational background, and experiences of the intended readers. Explain your basis for determining this audience.
Purpose (10 points) (1-2 paragraphs)

What is the author's apparent purpose? Ask yourself what the author is trying to communicate to the reading audience. Include a clear articulation of the book’s main idea, distilled into a single statement.
Organization (10 points) (1-2 paragraphs)

Describe the contents of the book. How does the author organize his/her ideas? Briefly summarize each section. Don’t distort the book’s content or style. Be sure to give an accurate representation of the book.
Critique (10 pts.)

Discuss your favorite part of the book (1/2 page)

Discuss your least favorite part of the book (1/2 page).
Response (25 pts.) (2-3 pages)
Choose a minimum of 4 quotes or passages from the book and respond to them. These quotes or passages should be important to the book as a whole surrounding its theme. Remember to document page numbers for reference. This is probably the most important part of the book report. 

Vocabulary (10 pts.)
Choose 5 words from the text that were new to you. Quote the sentence with the page number. Define. Write a new (not in the text) sentence for each word and underline.

Mechanics (10 pts.)

This includes spelling, grammar, and format requirements.
