Julius Caesar Newspaper Project Requirements


Articles - Each article should be written by a different member of your group. Be sure to put your name as the “by-line”. Also, each article needs a title. 

1. Current Event - Write an article that informs the Roman public of Caesar’s death. This article should focus on the who, what, when, where, and why. Do not include opinion in this article. You may quote people in this article, for example you may quote Brutus’ reasons for killing Caesar. This article should be about 5-7 (short) paragraphs. (10 pts.) 

2. Opinion/Editorial — Write an article as a Roman citizen explaining whom you think should be the next leader of Rome and why. Be sure to tell why you think the person should be the ruler. Use textual evidence to support your choice. This article should be 5-7 (short) paragraphs. (10 pts.) 

3. Sports Article / Section — This can be one long article or 2 shorter articles. The article(s) should focus on a Roman sport or competition that took place during Caesar’s life (100-44 B.C.) You may choose to write the article as an announcement for an upcoming event, or as a new sport, or simply report about sports of the time. Be sure to explain the basics of any sport you discuss. (10 pts.) 

4. Lifestyles Article / Section — This may be one long article or 2-3 shorter articles. The article(s) should focus on the life of the Romans, including entertainment, books, clothing, hairstyles and food. You will write articles discussing the latest trends in Rome. (10 pts.) 


Required — These items are REQUIRED in your paper.

1. Two or three comic strips, The comic strips should be based on the play in some 
way. They can be about actual events that have happened or about the characters 
in other situations. Each comic should be 3-4 boxes in length. Color is optional. (5 
pts.) 

2. Three pictures. These pictures must relate to Julius Caesar or the Roman time period. They can be placed in your articles or other places within the paper. Comics do not count as pictures. You do not need to cite where you received the picture. (5 pts.) 

3. Three obituaries. These should be about characters that die in the play. You may choose to kill off one character that does not die, but the other two must be characters that actually die. Be sure to tell as much as you know about the character and the circumstances of their death. (5 pts.) 

4. An opinion poll. Choose one of the following quotes and poll people you know. You need to ask them who said the quote or where it came from. Ask an assortment of people. You should report what 4-6 people responded. (5 pts.) 
a. “Friends, Romans, Countrymen, lend me your ears?” 
b. “Et tu Brute?” 

Extras — As a group, choose three of the following five to complete. (5 pts. each, 15 pts. total) 

1. A “Dear Abbey” column. Write two letters from characters in the play seeking advice. Then have Dear Abbey (Soothsayer, etc.) respond to them. There should be two letters and two responses. 

2. Crossword puzzle - This should use vocab words and characters names as answers. The clues should be definitions or character descriptions. Eight clues required. 

3. Horoscope - Create a horoscope for Roman times for the twelve astrological signs. 

4. Classifieds - Create the following for the Roman people. You may NOT use my examples.
a. I Help Wanted ad (ex. Ruler of Rome needed) 
b. 2 Buy and Sell ads (ex. Dagger for sale, small stain) 
c. 1 Real Estate ad (ex. House for sale, owner murdered) 
d. 1 personal ad (ex. Single woman looking for live husband) — keep it appropriate! 

5. Letter to the Editor — Write two letters from different people praising or bashing the newspaper columns. Ex: Someone (from the play) writes in upset about an article mentioning Cassius as an underhanded schemer. Two letters from characters in the play needed. 


Mechanics — this includes the layout of the paper. Be sure to type using columns for a newspaper look. Check for spelling and grammar. Make sure the newspaper has a title and by-line. (10 pts.)
