Course Description:

The general purpose of Geometry is to connect a student’s mathematical skills and knowledge of Algebra to a more hands-on or “real world” application. The course is also designed to teach thinking and reasoning skills that will be used throughout this course and other math courses.   

Objectives Studied by Grading Period:
1st Nine-Weeks:  Points, Lines, Planes, Angles, Reasoning and Proof, Parallel and Perpendicular Lines
2nd Nine-Weeks: Congruent Triangles, Relationships in Triangles, Proportions and Similarity,

  Quadrilaterals
3rd Nine-Weeks:  Right Triangles and Right Triangle Trigonometry, Quadrilaterals, Transformations, Circles, Areas of Polygons and Circles.
4th Nine-Weeks:  Surface Area and Volume, Standards of Learning review and testing.

Materials: 
The school will provide textbooks.  Graphing calculators will also be provided for use in class.

STUDENTS MUST PROVIDE 11/2-inch three-ring binder, loose-leaf notebook paper, and a pencil.

Nine Weeks Grades:

Nine weeks grades will be based on a total points system.  Every test, quiz, and daily assignment will be worth a given number of points.  Your grade will be determined by dividing the number of points earned by the number of possible points that could have been earned.    
TESTS will be given at the end of a chapter or major content.
QUIZZES will be given weekly.  Quizzes are given after explanation, practice, and student work is checked. Pop quizzes may be given. 
NOTEBOOK QUIZZES will be given periodically to check that the student is keeping an organized notebook. 
DAILY CLASSWORK/HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS will be given for practice, review, and/or to preview a new concept.  Students should have assignments ready to turn in before class begins.  Assignments will be checked daily. It is critical that students do their classwork/homework in order to master the material.  Please get help when having difficulty with assignments.    
Semester Grades:

Semester grades will be average of the two nine week’s grades.

Final Grade:

Each semester will count as 40% and the final exam will count as 20%.
