DAILY CLASSWORK/HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS will be given for practice, review, and/or to preview a new concept.  Assignments may be checked daily. It is critical that students do their classwork/homework in order to master the material.  Please get help when having difficulty with assignments.
