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Boys went to school and were taught to read and write

If they did well they could    	become a royal scribe      				(good pay)
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The Pharaoh’s family then passed down the Kingship from generation to generation = DYNASTY
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Nile flooded every year, depositing SILT = really rich, good soil

Egyptians settled along the Nile to farm, (overhead)                  because the Nile ?
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Kings were “selected” by the gods

These kings were called PHARAOHS – meaning “great house”
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Egyptians were divided into classes – people were NOT equal
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The Pharaoh was the Chief Priest

When he died, his people were VERY sad.

Power then passed to one of his children or relatives
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Pharaoh and Priest

Scribe

Noble person vs. farmer

Farmer vs. soldier

Soldier vs. Slave
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Egyptians had over 700 hieroglyphs

Egyptians also had a type of “cursive” for quick writing

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Egyptians wrote in HIEROGLYPHICS –        a method of writing based on pictures which stand for a sound

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Egyptians had to keep track of:

Property                           Taxes                    Directions               Religious texts      Boundaries
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Example:

A picture of writing tools = “scribe”

A picture of a turtle might stand for the sound “T”
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Osiris – one of the most important gods         King of the afterlife

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The Rosetta Stone was written in BOTH Greek and Hieroglyphics

Translate the Greek =       able to translate the hieroglyphics
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Over thousands of years, people forgot how to read hieroglyphics

The Rosetta Stone was discovered in 1799 (overhead)
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Polytheists – several gods
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Whatever would be needed in the afterlife was placed in the tomb next to body:

Jewelry, furniture, games, clothes, scrolls, chariots
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Egyptians believed in a spirit of life = ka

	After death the body was 	preserved = mummified   	so the ka could recognize its body (overhead)
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Imhotep- architect,    builds first pyramid for a pharaoh (overhead)              Thousands of workers needed
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Egyptians originally buried mummies in sand

Animals and sand storms destroyed bodies
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Tombs were frequently robbed and looted

LOTS of information lost

Artifacts gone forever, mummies and tombs destroyed (overhead)
