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Greek boys were educated during first 2 stages

- child and youth
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Greek word for school is:

Schole = Leisure (relaxing, resting)
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Greeks divided life into 4 cycles:

pois (child)              epheboi (youth)               auer (man)                     geron (elder)
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Students sat on benches

Scratched into wax tablets

Paper was only used for important documents
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Athens:

Boys at 6 or 7 years would attend private school

NO public schools
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Education allowed you to become the “ideal person”

You appreciate beauty, knowledge, justice
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Boys were taken to school by a family slave

Slave sat next to boy in school

At home, slave made sure the homework was done
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Girls did NOT attend school

At home they learned how to care for the home and family
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Boys also had to learn to play the double flute and harp
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School started at       7 am

Writing, reading and math were taught

60-100 boys per class
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At age 12 they moved to the gymnasium (gym)

Learned to wrestle, swim, use a bow and arrow
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Boys age 15 or 16 would start training for war

Running, hunting, driving chariots
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Sparta:

Females took part in athletics to strengthen bodies = have better babies
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Boys age 18 would enroll in the army for 2 years

Learned duties of citizenship and war
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At age 21, boys education was complete

Became a full citizen who could vote!!!
