Advises citizens, propose laws

Develops systems of democracy



Every citizen can vote



NOT just wealthy people
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Sparta-



VERY different than Athens



Goal was to train best warriors (not vote)
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Greeks invented science, math, medicine, history, philosophy, drama (theater)

Developed art, sculpture, architecture
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Traded with Egypt



Traded olive oil (cook with), grain, grapes (wine)



Trade = $$$
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Athens:

Once a citizen, you were independent of your parents



Generals, leaders, and dog catchers were chosen at random
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Sparta-



Father would say, “Come back with your shield or on it!”
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You could speak before other citizens at the voting assembly if you: 



- were married

- had at least 2 children
