	English 9-1, 9-2, 9-3; or the equivalent thereof.

	A. COURSE DESCRIPTION 

The sophomore English curriculum emphasizes literary analysis, with a focus on American authors, and   an increased focus on comprehension and writing strategies.  Students will study the literary forms of the short story, novel, and drama.  Language development in conjunction with composition reviews basic grammar structures and mechanics while developing more complex sentence structures. 

B. METHOD OF INSTRUCTION 

Students will integrate listening, reading, writing, and speaking skills which complement and support responses to literature as the basis for understanding and appreciating the development of contemporary thought and styles of expression. 

C. COURSE OBJECTIVES 
1. Apply appropriate reading skills and strategies to make and defend judgments about written quality and content of literary works, written and technologically generated material, literary genres, conventions, and story structure.
2. Respond critically, reflectively, and imaginatively to the literature of outstanding world writers; and analyze literature as it reflects a divergent point of view in all literary periods.
3. Develop vocabulary through: (1) decoding, (2) the use of Greek and Latin roots, (3) literary terms and the use of glossaries, (4) contextual clues, (5) recognizing analogies, and (6) independent reading.

D. COURSE TOPICS/UNITS 
1. Composition
2. Antigone
3. Short Story
4. Novel (Lord of the Flies, Downriver, Anthem)
E. TEXTBOOK(S) AND REQUIRED TOOLS OR SUPPLIES 
1. Textbook (required): Platinum Level: Timeless Voices, Timeless Themes  Prentice Hall
2. Supplies and/or tools: (should be available in the Campus Bookstore) 
a. 3 ring binder (2” recommended)
b. Standard college rule paper
c. Pencil, pen

F. GRADING PLAN 
1. Grades are divided into two categories: Daily Assignments/Homework/Quizzes and Exams/Projects.  All grades are recorded and posted by student I.D. # on a weekly basis.  Progress reports are issued at the end of three weeks and nine weeks, respectively.   Additional progress reports will be issued by request.
a. Extra credit assignments are not available.  
b. Progress Reports that are signed and returned within the allotted time period will earn the student extra credit points.  This is the only extra credit available.
2. Projects and essays will be graded by use of a rubric system of points. Participation points are also included in the final grade.
3. Homework assignments may be turned in within 24 hours with a penalty of 30% assessed. Projects and research/term papers are the exception.  They will not be accepted late for any reason.
4. Students who are absent have three days to hand in all assignments as per the student handbook. 











G. COURSE COMPONENT SPECIFICS 

All assignments should be turned in on time, completed, and with the required heading on loose-leaf paper with clean edges.  Papers that do not have all of the required heading will be assessed a five-point penalty. Papers that have no heading at all will not be graded and the student will not receive credit for the assignment.  Papers that do not have a clean edge will not be graded and the student will receive no credit for the assignment.  The required classroom heading is as follows:
