Bibliography format:

Author’s name, last name first (if available). "Article or Web page title," Web site title, URL, access date.

How to cite a print encyclopedia
Bibliography format:

Author’s name, last name first (if available). "Article title," Encyclopedia title, edition or publication or copyright date, volume number, page number(s) of entire article. 

Bibliography example:

McGrath, William J. "Vienna," The World Book Encyclopedia, 1998, Vol. 20, pp. 362-363.  

How to cite a book
Bibliography format:

Author, last name first. Book title. City: Publisher, date. 

Bibliography example:

Newton, David E. Chemical Elements: From Carbon to Krypton. Vol. 3. Farmington Hills: U.X.L., 1999.
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
