Second-Choose what format you’d like to show your knowledge of this religion.

-Power point (Do not overwhelm each slide with information.  Each slide must be presentable with neat backgrounds, decent transitions, etc.).  DO NOT EMAIL THIS TO ME!
-Children’s Book/Story-be creative in relaying your information.

-Poster-must be the big white poster boards

-Research Paper-Be careful not to PLAGIARIZE, cut or paste
-Brochure-every panel must be filled, you MUST have a cover panel

-Mobile-pick one major concept as your top, info can hang off of it.  Don’t hang information off of a hanger.  
Next-Do your research-use film notes, notes from class, textbook, and other resources to answer the following questions.

-History-Tell me about the beginnings of the religion 
-Central Beliefs of your religion: includes practices, forms of worship, sacred texts, ideas and concepts (5 Pillars, 10 Commandments, Noble Truths, etc), and holidays.  This section may be broken into smaller components if you want, but must include all.

-Founders or important people from the religion. Who were they?  Why are they important?

-Describe the location of the religion.  Where did it originate? Spread?  Where is it commonly found now (countries associated with it)?

-Include at least THREE pics (min) that are a good representation of the religion.  Do not hand draw in pen!

-Describe the people connected to the religion (hierarchy).  For example, Judaism=rabbis, Christianity=priest, cardinals, etc., Hinduism=caste system

-List at least FIVE interesting facts about the religion (can be bulleted).  This must be other information that is NOT included in the above information.

Finally-Put it all together in a neat, well-organized project.  Points will be deducted for no name, pencil, looseleaf, and sloppy work.  All information must be LABELED or IDENTIFIED clearly on your project.
