6.  It would be great if any of you would like to create some artwork/welcome signs for K.A. Applegate or Katherine Applegate.  If you’d like, you could draw some scenes from any of the books you made, create an acrostic, wordle, or other graphic.

1.  Look at the proverbs used in the book.  How are they important, and what do they mean to the story?
2. There are several idioms that are confusing to Kek, such as 
p. 60. “The kids will eat you alive”
p. 108 “You need some time to get your feet wet”
p. 115 “Meantime, keep your eyes open”
Has there ever been a time that a saying or idiom has been confusing to you?
3. This book made me think about how difficult and confusing it might be to immigrate to a country very different than one’s homeland.  Some of the differences made Gek very sad, and some seemed funny.  What surprised you about it?
4. What was important about Gol, the cow?

2. If you were going to be an animorph, what “type” would you be?  Why?
3. Why do you think the Animorph series books have been so popular with students?
