Third Quarter Classic Novel Report
Multi-media presentation with a partner

5-7 minutes


When making your multi-media presentation with a partner on a classic novel, remember that each person should have equal speaking time.  Neither manuscript nor outline should be on a Power Point or poster in view of the audience.  Your media should include key points that you want your audience to remember and/or pictures that will help classmates to remember the points you want to stress.  Feel free to include background music, costumes, posters, objects, food, or whatever it takes to make your presentation interesting to the class.

After you have decided who is preparing which part of the presentation, practice together.  You may want to go back and forth as speakers, or have one person speak for several minutes and the other his/her part for several minutes.  Together, the presentation should be five to seven minutes.


***Please keep a read and respond journal for each chapter or approximately every 30 pages if the novel doesn’t have chapters.  Summarize, ask questions, and make connections and predictions as you read.  This will count for part of your grade.  Each person needs to keep his or her own personal read and respond journal.
