Tips for book report presentation (3rd quarter):
Introduction:
--DON’T start by saying, “Our report is about__________.” or “We did ours on_____________.”
--Catch the audience’s attention.  Make the audience want to listen to you.
--Use one of these ideas or something similar for an attention getter:
	--ask a series of questions—ex.  Do you like animals?  Would you like them if they could talk?  What would you think if you saw pigs walking on two feet?  The animals in the novel Animal Farm by George Orwell have very human qualities…
	--make a generalization—ex.  Growing up, kids learn many lessons about life.  Some are easy and others are difficult to understand.  The novel To Kill a Mockingbird teaches many life lessons.
	--use an occasion/position statement—ex.  As we read_________________by_______________, we learned a lot of interesting information.  This is a book that I would recommend for you to read.  OR  We don’t usually read classic novels, but____________by_____________was a good book.  It kept our interest because of _________, ____________, and ____________.
--What is a thesis statement?  It’s an overall statement that lets the audience know what your whole presentation is going to be about.  (It’s like the “topic sentence” for your presentation.)  You can combine the thesis statement and the proposed plan.  What is the proposed plan?  It’s a sentence that tells specifically what is going to be in your presentation.  Example:  Go Ask Alice is a book with an interesting main character, an exciting plot, and an important theme.
Notes:
--If you are uncomfortable presenting, have notes or an outline with you.  
PowerPoint slides:
--Put main ideas on slides.  Use bullet points.
--Don’t write every word you plan to say.
--Use pictures and graphics.  (and sound, music, movie clips, etc.)
Interesting information:
--Include music, costumes, posters, objects, food, etc. to keep the audience’s interest.
Practice:
--Run through the presentation a few times.
--Check to make sure you are within the time limit of 5-7 minutes for two people / 8-10 minutes for three.
--The more prepared you are, the less nervous you will be.
