Course Description:  This course is designed to provide students with an overview of the United States Criminal Justice System and the Criminal Justice Procedure.


Course Objectives:  Students will be exposed to the many facets of the Criminal Justice System including, but not limited to Criminal Law, Theories of Crime and Social Problems facing today’s Criminal Justice Professionals.  Students will be introduced to the tactics and procedures used by law enforcement professionals.

Students are required to meet state mandated competencies and show proficiencies in each standard. Upon completion of the program students will take a certification test (NOCTI).

Students will be introduced to critical thinking skills to better provide and give the students the abilities to make decisions about problems facing the criminal justice system today and in the future.

This course is a dual enrollment class. Students can earn up to three college credit hours through Virginia Highlands Community College for each subject enrolled in.

2nd year Criminal Law ADJ-130 (3)
2nd year Patrol Procedures ADJ-115 (3)

Second year students during the second semester are eligible for internships with the Damascus Police Department, Bristol Virginia Police Dept and Washington County Victim Witness Program with Instructor recommendation and parent approval. Students must maintain a good attendance record and at least a 2.5 overall GPA.
