2A NEWS—August 2010
Dear Parents:


I’m so pleased that your child is in my class this year!  It is my goal that we learn and grow together in Christ Jesus. Part of that growth will be learning subject matter centered in God’s Word.  Please pray for me as I teach your child. Also, please feel free to communicate any special needs or concerns you may have.


The following are items of information about the new school year and some of the procedures I will follow.

1.
HOMEWORK: Please expect a small amount of homework each night. A homework sheet will be sent home each Monday in your child’s folder. This sheet will be due the next Monday. These weekly homework papers will be part of their grades for Reading & Math each quarter. Missing homework sheets will lower your child’s grade.  ***Please check & initial your child’s nightly Math homework before it is returned.

A completed day of homework consists of reading for 20 minutes a night, doing assigned pages in the math homework workbook, and practicing math facts. **Math facts may be practiced by using flash cards, taking timed tests, on the internet, etc.


***Any unfinished class work is also homework to be finished that night & returned the next day.


Math – workbook page every night UNLESS we have a test.  PLEASE DO NOT TEAR OUT THE PAGES. On test days there is no homework except to practice math facts.  MATH HOMEWORK NEEDS TO BE RECORDED/SIGNED ON THE HOMEWORK SHEET. 

Reading – read 20 minutes every night.  READING HOMEWORK NEEDS TO 
BE RECORDED/SIGNED ON THE HOMEWORK SHEET. Children can read anything that they are interested in.  Please feel free to visit your local library and find books that are appropriate for them as well as books that they find interesting.  I want my students to love to read and this can become a very special time for you and your child to enjoy together every night. If you are having trouble finding things to read I have lots of ideas for you.  I will also send Decodables home from time to time; these will give you an option for reading and usually practice a phonetic skill.

2. BIBLE: Memory verses will be due on Thursday each week, beginning the second week of school.  We will have a Bible quiz each Friday. A study sheet will come home in the Thursday folder for the following week.
3. SPELLING: A Spelling pretest is given every Monday, starting in a couple of weeks. If your child gets 100% on the pretest, s/he will not have to take the final test on Friday. Spelling tests will be given every Friday. Most days, we’ll do practice activities at school. For some students, this will be sufficient practice. However, if your child has difficulty with spelling, please review the words at home DAILY. The spelling list will come home in the Thursday folder for the following week.
4. TEXTBOOKS: Please cover Reading & Social Studies hardback text books by Monday, August 23. If you purchase the fabric book covers, you will need the JUMBO size. The standard size WILL NOT be big enough, even if it says one size fits most.  All text books must be returned to school each day.
5. SUPPLIES: Supplies should have been brought to Student Orientation tonight. If you’re having trouble locating an item, please let me know. Please make sure your child’s name is on each item s/he brings to school, including supplies, lunch box, coat, sweater, gym shoes, etc.
6. WATER BOTTLES: On days when the temperature will be above 80˚ F, plastic water bottles with a screw-on lid may be brought in to keep at their desk. If you choose to freeze it, please send in something that will soak up the condensation. Some students put the bottle in a sock(
7. SNACKS: Since our lunch is not until 12:20pm, we will have a snack break each morning. Please send something that is easy to eat and not too messy. If anyone would like to donate snacks for us to use when someone forgets theirs; that would be great.

8. BIRTHDAYS: If your child wishes to celebrate his/her birthday during the school year, treats may be brought in and shared during snack break or lunch. (Please make it simple – nothing that needs to be cut into pieces.)
9. LUNCH ACCOUNT: Please consider keeping $3-$5 on your child’s lunch account even if they don’t normally buy hot lunch. It’s really handy to have it for those days when they forget to bring their lunch.
10. ABSENCES: If your child is absent, please notify the school (419-389-8700) that morning with the reason for the absence. I’ll try to send any make–up work home with a sibling.

If you need schoolwork in advance of a scheduled absence, please give me at least 48 hours notice to gather needed materials. Please remember that your child misses important concepts each time s/he is absent. Excessive absences will hinder your child’s academic progress. Please send all books and study materials back to school when your child returns, even if all of the work has not been completed. 
11. WEATHER: We go outside for recess every day, unless it’s raining at recess time. Each day, please dress your child appropriately for the weather conditions, always assuming we will go outside for recess. This is especially important as the cold weather comes. Please put your child’s name on any sweaters, coats, hats, gloves, etc.
