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Their History:  QVC is one of the largest multimedia retailers in the world, which broadcasts live 24 hours a day, 364 days a year. A wholly owned subsidiary of Liberty Media Corporation attributed to the Liberty Interactive Group (Nasdaq: LINTA), QVC was founded in 1986 by Joseph Segel. In its first full fiscal year, QVC’s revenues exceeded $112 million, setting a record in American business history for sales of a new public company.

Last year, QVC received close to 179 million phone calls in the United States alone, and shipped more than 165 million packages worldwide. Net sales for the 2006 fiscal year resulted in more than $7 billion. Today, QVC reaches more than 166 million cable and satellite homes worldwide.

QVC introduces more than 1,600 products every week — 250 of these products are brand new to the QVC customer. Brand leaders include philosophy, Dell, Bose, and Bare Escentuals. Famous faces that recently appeared on QVC include Michael Kors, Heidi Klum, Paula Deen, Dan Marino, Joan Rivers, Carson Kressley, Shania Twain, Bobbi Brown and Hulk Hogan — among many others.

Your Assignment:  Develop a product that you could sell on QVC.  This product must be original and unique.  You must then present this item to the class similar to how a product is sold on QVC. You will explain its unique features and tell your potential customers how great your product is and why they should buy your product.

How will this be accomplished?  You have the option of selling your product to the class and Mr. Sunday by filming it or presenting it to the class.  If you do film it or videotape it, you must hand it in on a DVD or VHS tape.  If you do not have access to a camera or you do not have access to borrowing one from a friend then you will have to present in front of the class.  

Can I work with a Partner?  Sort of…You can have someone help you, but everyone has to have his or her own original product.  You can present your product in one of two ways,  1) You are the host who is presenting the product or 2) You and the host will present this product together.  Sound familiar?  It is just like how they do it on QVC.

The parameters for which you will be graded:

Your COMPANY

· Must have a name.  For example, Sunday Jeans, Inc.
· Must have a Mission Statement.  For example, Sunday Jeans, Inc established in 1989 is committed to providing stylish denim to the person who wants to stand out in the crowd and not be like everybody else.
· Must have a logo.
· Must have a product line of three original products.  For example, Sunday Jeans sells Relaxed fit Sunday Jeans, Stonewashed Sunday’s, and the Limited Edition Sunday Vintage.
Your ORIGINAL PRODUCT LINE

· Must be tangible (Meaning you can hold it in your hand or touch it)

· Must have original labeling.  For example, if you are selling Sunday Jeans.  You must have Jeans with the Sunday Logo on it.

Your SET… MAKE IT LOOK GOOD!!!  This is QVC, not Bobby’s Barnyard Cow Auction.

· You must dress nice.  Guys wear a tux, suit, shirt and tie, nice shoes.  Girls wear a nice business suit, dress.  You need to look like you are walking down the red carpet.
· Your set must have the QVC and Your Company Logo Displayed.  The Logos should be large in scale and prominently displayed during your presentation.
· If you are filming in the basement, cover that old couch with a white sheet and hang a white sheet in the background.  Remember your goal is to sell your product and your company to potential customers.  You might have to move some furniture, but it is only temporary.  Make your scenery clean and crisp, don’t distract from your product. 
THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT>>> You will either present or have a dvd or computer file, so it can be viewed by the class.  NO VHS, I don’t have a VCR.  If your dvd or file can not be viewed, then you will have to present in front of the class.
